Die Temperaturen betragen dann tagsüber zwischen 25 
und 30 °C, nachts zwischen 8 und 15 °C, im Oktober über

immer gelber, die Tiere zieht es zu den verbliebenen 
Wasserlöchern.

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Victoria Falls

Only 85km from Kasane, Victoria Falls is one of Africa’s most famous 
landmarks. At 108m high and 1700m wide, Victoria Falls is composed 
of 5 main gorges (Devils Cataract, Main Falls, Horseshoe Falls, Rain-
bow Falls and Eastern Cataract) over which the Zambezi River with 
an estimated high water amount of 600 million litres of water per 
minute cascades. A truly impressive sight! 
As with the other highlights in this region, the level of water has an 
impact on the seasonal highlights and activities. In general the best 
time to visit the Falls is between February - May when the river is at 
its highest, although June and July are also good. The resulting spray 
and mist from such an immense body of falling water hangs over 
the lower falls and this mist has created a local rainforest through 
which visitors can walk.  When visiting the Falls it is advisable to 
take rainjacket.
August - January is low water season, resulting in the Falls being a 
little less spectaular, and a lot less mist. However activities such as 
white water rafting and swimming become possible. 
Visitors can see the Falls from various viewpoints located on the 
Zimbabwean side as well as the Zambian side too. Border posts are 
located on the impressive large steel bridge that spans the gorge.  
There is a range of adventure tourism offered in Victoria Falls

Central Kalahari Game Reserve (CKGR)

The enormous Central Kalahari Game Reserve (CKGR) is remote, wild and vast. Camps are unfenced and very basic - 

into any trip planning. Visitors numbers are low. In an emergency or breakdown, help from other visitors may not 
come quickly - as is often the case in the more popular National Parks. A satellite phone is recommended. A 4x4 is 
essential. Tracks in the north (Passage, Deception, Letiahu valleys) are generally in better condition than those in the 
south, which tend to be sandy and overgrown. In wet conditions roads can become thick with sticky mud, while in dry 
conditions they can be quite rutted with corregations. The arid environment and relative lack of waterholes means that 
while the reserve is rich in wildlife, animal sights tend to not be as frequent as Botswana’s other reserves. The feeling 
however of remote isolation in undisturbed wilderness is unparalled.

BOTSWANA SELF DRIVE INFORMATION 
- Many roads have no fences, while many National Parks are unfenced.  In this context animals, both domestic and wild, regularly cross the roads. 
Take care when driving at dawn and dusk. It is not advisable to drive at night! 

- Botswana is large and fuel is not widely available. Plan your trip well to make sure you do not run out of fuel between towns.  When visiting 
National Parks always bring extra fuel tanks. Remember that 4x4 vehicles consume more fuel when driving offroad.  

from rivers or dams. Be aware that tap water in the National Parks is often salty (many campsites in the South have no water at all) so carry suf-

- Stock up with food, wood etc at the supermarkets found in the larger towns.  When travelling in more remote areas such as the CKGR it is advis-
able to bring extra food in the event of a breakdown and having to wait for assistance. 
- Do not leave food or dirty cooking / eating utensils out in the National Parks, as this attracts wild animals including hyenas.
- In wilderness areas never sleep with any part of the body outside the tent, no matter how hot it is. Always zip up the entrance when sleeping. 
Campsites are generally unfenced and wild animals, including large predators, do enter the camps. Do not panic or run away in the event you see a 
lion or other large predator in your camp.

- Malaria is present in the north of the country, with higher risk during the rainy season: November - April. 
- Only leave the main roads if you are with an experienced offroader. Make sure you have the neccesary equipment and spares.  
- The Veterinary fences in Botswana are to control the spread of foot-and-mouth disease among cattle from the infected north to the uninfected 
south - the area also extends to the east of the country just south of Mahalapye.  No fresh meat and citrus fruits are allowed over the Veterinary

lowed to take these items when moving from South - North.
- When game viewing try to read the ‘signs’  of the bush for better results. Early morning or late afternoon is best. Look in the shadows of trees, or 
on higher ground for predators.
